Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum

The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) is a framework that sets the standards for learning,
development, and care in early years settings. It ensures that children aged from birth to
five learn and develop well, and are kept healthy and safe.

The framework applies to all Ofsted-registered early years providers in all settings in England,
including Reception classes

Parents should have an awareness of the EYFS so that they know what and how their child
will be learning, and what sort of support they should expect from an early years setting.

The EYFS changes, which apply from 15t September 2021, are occurring in several different
areas.

Safeguarding

There have been some minor changes to the safeguarding and welfare section, including a
need to “promote the good health of children”, including oral health. In practice, this
;ne?hns teaching children about healthy eating habits and the importance of brushing your
ee

Early Learning Goals

The Early Learning Goals (ELGs) — which summarise the knowledge, skills, and understanding
that all young children should have gained by the end of the academic year in which they
turn five — have undergone several changes.

The seven areas of learning and development (communication and language, physical
development, personal, social, and emotional development, literacy, mathematics,
understanding the world, expressive arts and design) are the same, but the depth within
each of them is greater and they contain more examples of how to support children.
