Handwriting- Please encourage your child to practise writing his/her name and forming their 

letters correctly. We sent home a sheet containing the letter formation rhymes that we use 

in school in the Autumn term. Please refer to this when supporting your child at home.  

 

Literacy, Understanding of the World – Our topic this term is based around Traditional 

Tales’. This week we have read the story of ‘Chicken Licken’. Our ‘Living Eggs’ are arriving on 

Tuesday 3rd May, the children will have the opportunity of watching chicks hatch and caring 

for them. We will be learning about the life cycle of a chicken and finding out which other 

animals lay eggs.  

 

Maths – This week we have been exploring doubles and making doubles patterns with 

counters.
