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Changes from EYFS

o Because of the early school closures owing to Covid 19, we will
have a different approach to fransitioning children into Year 1. The
first term up unfil Christmas will focus on completing the EYFS
curriculum, and then in the following term up to April, a gradual
change between EYFS and Year 1. Initially, Year 1 will follow the
EYFS structure whilst using Year 1 content. This will gradually change
so that children are following the Year 1 curriculum and structure
fully by Easter.

o Children become more independent- expectations on self-
awareness and self-care rise.

o Please be aware that however your child performed in EYFS, going
into Year 1 is very different. Where EYFS is all about talking about
what you know, Year 1 requires children to show what they know-

Behaviour Changes

o What to expect:

o It can be a big culture shock moving into
Year 1- especially given that classrooms
are structured differently, and children are
expected to focus and attend for longer
periods of fime.

o This will be the first ‘summer holiday’ from
school for children which can also make
returning tricky




What you can do to help

Over the long summer holiday, try and schedule in time fo listen
to your child read, as well as Writing activities such as sending a
postcard from holiday or writing an account of a day out.

Working on telling the fime.

Beginning to encourage your child to count in twos, fives and
10s, and talking to them about concepfs like ‘more than’ and
‘less than’.

Doing some handwriting worksheets to improve their pencil
conftrol.

Encouraging them to keep up with reading to you on a regular
basis, for example by going to the library once a week and
choosing new books.

Speak positively about school- less of the ‘you'll have to work
hard in Year 1" and more of the ‘you're going to learn some
lovely new things in Year 1’




Start and End of the Day

o At the start of the day, children in Foxes class will
wait in the Year 1 Garden, and children in Squirrels
class will wait in the Sensory garden (at the front of
the school). Teachers will collect the children from
the garden. They will enter the classrooms through
Foxes class door (Foxes class) and through the
school front door (Squirrels class).

At the end of the day, Foxes children will be
handed to parents from the Foxes classroom door
and Squirrels class from the school front door.
Please wait in the Year 1 garden or in the Sensory
garden at the front of the school.

o If you are running late in the morning, please go to
the office.
