letters correctly. We sent home a sheet containing the letter formation rhymes that we use 

in school in the Autumn term. Please refer to this when supporting your child at home.  

 

Literacy,  

Next week we will be exploring stories about the ocean. We will be exploring the world under 

the sea and finding out about the impact of pollution and rubbish on marine life.  

  

Maths Activity 

Next week we will continue to embed understanding of making ten. We will be exploring the 

rhyme ten green bottles and using our fingers to represent this rhyme.  

 

Please also continue counting beyond 20 with your child. If your child struggles to cross a 

tens number just keep counting with them. This will encourage your child to hear the pattern 

of our number system.  

 

Understanding of the World  

Next week we will be visiting a seaside in school! We wil be finding about more about the 

activities and the features of the seaside. We will be thinking about Seaside holiodays in the 

past.

To celebrate our Seaside topic, the Foundation Stage garden will be turned into a beach for 

the day (weather permitting!).
